Ability to read and interpret policies, ordinances, state laws, reports and updates regarding
criminal activity. Ability to complete a variety of written reports which may be used in a court of
law. Skill in the use of firearms and other related law enforcement equipment. Knowledge of
computers and typing skills.
Minimum Education, Experience and Certification—
Twenty-one (21) years or over (18 years with 60 academic semester hours, college credit or two
years military service). High school diploma; OR, GED. Certified as a TCOLE Peace Officer.
Possession of a valid Texas driver’s license with driving record that meets City guidelines.
Spelling abilities (passing score 70%) and a minimum net typing speed of 25 words per minute.

Applicants currently attending a TCOLE Academy are encouraged to apply. Employment
eligibility requires successful completion of the Academy courses and certification as a TCOLE
Peace Officer.

Information will be provided to applicants concerning the dates,
times and locations for any exams after all applications have been received.
